The ideal candidate will have a strong background in Spanish language instruction, excellent 

communication skills, and a genuine desire to inspire and motivate students to develop proficiency in 

Spanish and an appreciation for Hispanic cultures. 

Responsibilities: 

1. Design and implement a comprehensive Spanish curriculum for grades 6–8 aligned with state 

standards, high school credit requirements, and the school’s mission. 

2. Develop and refine Pre-Spanish I curriculum for grades 6 and 7 to ensure students are fully prepared 

for success in the Spanish I high school credit course in grade 8. 

3. Plan, prepare, and deliver engaging, standards-based lessons that promote listening, speaking, 

reading, and writing proficiency in Spanish. 

4. Foster a positive and inclusive classroom environment that promotes language acquisition, cultural 

awareness, and active student participation.
