Summary of Position

The Albany Pine Bush Preserve Commission (APBPC) is a public-private partnership created by the NYS
Legislature in 1988 to protect and manage the Albany Pine Bush Preserve (APBP) and provide the public
with educational and recreational opportunities. The Management Plan for the Albany Pine Bush
Preserve guides all aspects of creating and managing the preserve.

The 3,400+ - acre APBP, located in New York’s Capital District, protects one of the best remaining inland
pitch-pine scrub oak barrens in the world. This extraordinary fire-dependent landscape provides habitat
for many plants and animals, including more than 20 percent of New York State’s wildlife Species of
Greatest Conservation Need, such as the endangered Karner blue butterfly. The APBP is a National
Natural Landmark, Maurice D. Hinchey Hudson River Valley National Heritage Area Site, National
Recreation Trail Site, a New York State Unique Area, Birding Trail Site and Bird Conservation Area, and a
National Audubon Society Important Bird Area. Characterized by rolling sand dunes and over 20 miles of
trails, the APBP offers visitors with a variety of interests many recreational opportunities including hiking,
bird watching, cross-country skiing, horseback riding, mountain biking, hunting, fishing and canoeing.

As the gateway to the Pine Bush, the Discovery Center at 195 New Karner Road, Albany, is a “green”
certified interpretive center where visitors come to understand why the Pine Bush is rare and special.
This unique destination provides for exciting exploration where learning comes naturally through
interactive exhibits, an outdoor Discovery Trail, and numerous programs on the ecology, natural history,
cultural history and management of the Pine Bush.

The Visitor Services Specialist (VSS) plays an important role as the first point of contact for much of the
public’s interaction with the APBPC and for our tenants who lease the second floor of the Discovery
Center. The Visitor Services Specialist is adept at communications, interpretation and customer service.
A successful VSS is able to utilize their experience and knowledge of visitors and the preserve to tell the
story of the Albany Pine Bush Preserve to varied audiences. Additionally, this position will focus on the
gift shop and volunteers. The VSS oversees the Volunteer Docent program including supervision, training
and evaluation of Volunteer Docents and the trailside interpretation program. The VSS also creates,
manages and maintains inventory for sale in the gift shop.

The VSS will be required to work a total of 37.5 hours per week. Four of those days will be scheduled as
frontline staff operating the Discovery Center. Currently frontline days include Sunday, Monday,
Wednesday and Thursdays for a total of 28 hours per week in a frontline position. The remaining hours
will be scheduled as needs and workloads dictate.
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Essential Duties and Responsibilities

Provide interpretive services and experiences for visitors, utilizing knowledge of the APBPC and
the audience to ignite interest.

Manage the gift shop inventory with a focus on mission-based, educational, locally-sourced
and/or eco-friendly items.

Frontline duties include greeting visitors, answering questions, reception for tenant visitors,
receiving deliveries, answering main phone line and info@ email account, operating cash register,
providing visitors with information about trails, exhibit, ecology and the APBPC’s work, operating
exhibits and the facility. Frontline staff maintain awareness of occupants in the building and
communicate their presence with the appropriate staff.

Train and supervise Discovery Center Volunteer Docents and Volunteer Trailside Interpreters.
Serve as a specialist on the Animal Care team. Handle, present to the public and provide basic
care for collection of live animals (currently 3 turtles).

Compile weekly revenue reports for gift shop sales.

Other duties as assigned.
